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Access restrictions and
consolidation of delivery in
Ljubljana

Context

In the City’s Program of environmental protection, a
great concern is given to traffic as an important
polluter of air and an inducer of other emissions.
The freight transport contributes quite significantly
to these emissions. Especially since Slovenia has
joined the European Union an increase of freight
traffic has been noticed on the motorway ring
around the city. The access restrictions were
implemented in the city centre and in the broader
city area within the motorway ring in year 2001 and
the restricted area in the city centre was extended
at the beginning of year 2008. The implemented
restrictions are not strictly obeyed and do not fully
ensure efficient, sustainable and for citizens a
friendly freight transport. There are several logistics
centres in Ljubljana which are situated in different
locations in the city and do not collaborate which
causes a large number of transport operations and
predictably lower load factor than would be
possible.

Objectives

The main goal of START activities in Ljubljana is to
develop new solutions to improve the organization
of goods distribution by identifying acceptable
measures of access restrictions and incentives as
well as possibilities for optimization of freight
transport and distribution centres. New logistic
concept will be identified by using experiences from
other cites and a new sustainable city logistic
system will be developed. The identified measures
will be taken into consideration in order to achieve
the best solutions for Ljubljana.

Description of the action

As an input for the new Freight Transport Strategy
in Ljubljana the proposed new city logistics
measures as a main part of the new logistics
concept for Ljubljana were further discussed on the
local freight network meeting in March 2008.
Prometni institut Ljubljana has also processed the
data from questionnaires on stakeholders’ opinion
about the city logistics measures (delivered on LFN
meeting in March) in order to select the proposed
measures which are the most appropriate for the
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implementation in the near future. On that basis the
Freight Transport Strategy draft for Ljubljana was
completed. There have also been some other
measures implemented, including electronic access
to the city centre in all access restriction areas
(since march 2008), spreading limited access areas
(Miklosiceva street, Trubarjeva street, Stritarjeva
street, Levstikov trg, Wolfova street and other) and
setting up new physical barriers (“sinking cylinders”)
in access restricted areas.

Some stakeholders have shown the interest in
participating in future consolidation of deliveries
planed in the framework of the CIVITAS ELAN
project.

Further planning and expected
results

The START project is being brought to an end and
the planed activities have been successfully
realised. The new Freight Transport Strategy for
Ljubljana is the main result of this project and
includes the proposal of many innovative measures
to improve the organization of the city goods
distribution. The further activities and works started
within  START project will be included in the
CIVITAS ELAN project. This new project has been
officially started in September 2008 and will last 4
years. Beside the innovative measures the CIVITAS
ELAN project definition and work plan includes
further involvement of local freight partners and
furthermore the real implementation of most
measures. The implementation of consolidation of
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delivery is also planned during the CIVITAS ELAN

project.
